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FROM THE PRESIDENT

EASTER AND THE CORONAVIRUS
Dear Friends,

Last week | returned from a very worthwhile and enjoyable visit
to Portugal. The fellowship was really encouraging and Peter
Taylor and | felt we had learned so much about the Portuguese
churches and the challenges faced by them. We took part in a
Missions Conference, but one thing was lacking . . .

the churches had been advised not to hold services due to the coronavirus, so over

the weekend we were not able to worship with God’s people. We returned to the
UK and by then the same restrictions were in place. Both the government and
EFCC UK advised the churches that it would be unwise to hold services. The duty
of obedience to the government, as put in place by God, and the duty of love to our
neighbours meant that most churches were closed and that was true for my own
church.

While those with more technological know-how than me were live-streaming their
services, | was struggling with the challenge of recording a sermon and getting it to
someone else who would actually get it onto our church website. | have seen live-
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streaming from other countries so we are far from alone. How do we handle what is
happening in the world at the moment? Some truths to remember:

Remember that (Romans 8:28), ‘for those who love God all things work together for
good’ and that (Romans 8:39), ‘(nothing) will be able to separate us from the love of
God in Christ Jesus our Lord.” Throughout our lives, God works in all things, both
those that feel good and those that feel bad, to make us like his Son and ultimately,
at his appearance (1 John 3:2), ‘we shall be like him, because we shall see him as
he is.’

Death is always sad; it takes place because of sin, but it is not the ultimate tragedy
or end for a Christian. Jesus said (John 11:24, 26), ‘| am the resurrection and the
life. Whoever believes in me, though he die, yet shall he live, and everyone who
lives and believes in me shall never die.” Death cannot separate us from his love.

Everything that happens serves Jesus’ purpose to build his Church — he is head
over all things for the Church. Maybe the effects of the coronavirus will be to turn
some at least to seeking God. Maybe Christians will be spurred on and revitalised
by the urgency of the situation.

In the meantime, we need God’s help to adapt to a new and challenging situation in
which we still have to worship and in which the Great Commission (Matthew 28:18—
20) still applies. | was asked to speak on this at the Missions Conference in
Portugal. It was a spiritual challenge to revisit familiar words and all the more so as
we were in a situation where many churches would not be meeting the following
day. However, it is still a command we are bound to follow and obey, as are our
brothers and sisters in Iran, North Korea and many other countries where
evangelism invites danger and persecution. We, with the rest of God’s people,
need to find a way forward:

Jesus came and said to them, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given
to me. Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, . . . .. )

PASCUAY EL CORONAVIRO
Queridos amigos,

La semana pasada regresé de una visita muy valiosa y agradable a Portugal. El
companerismo fue realmente alentador y Peter Taylor y yo sentimos que habiamos
aprendido mucho sobre las iglesias portuguesas y los desafios que enfrentan.
Participamos en una Conferencia de Misiones, pero faltaba una cosa: se habia
aconsejado a las iglesias que no celebraran servicios debido al coronavirus, por lo
que durante el fin de semana no pudimos adorar con el pueblo de Dios.
Regresamos al Reino Unido y para entonces las mismas restricciones estaban
vigentes. Tanto el gobierno como EFCC UK informaron a las iglesias que no seria
prudente celebrar servicios. El deber de obediencia al gobierno, tal como lo
estableci6 Dios, y el deber de amar a nuestros vecinos significaba que la mayoria
de las iglesias estaban cerradas y eso era cierto para mi propia iglesia.

Mientras que aquellos con mas conocimientos tecnologicos que yo transmitian en
vivo sus servicios, estaba luchando con el desafio de grabar un sermén y
transmitirlo a otra persona que realmente lo incluiria en el sitio web de nuestra
iglesia. He visto transmisiones en vivo desde otros paises, asi que estamos lejos
de estar solos. ;Como manejamos lo que esta sucediendo en el mundo en este
momento? Algunas verdades para recordar:

Recuerde que (Romanos 8:28), "para los que aman a Dios todas las cosas
trabajan juntas para bien" y que (Romanos 8:39), "(nada) podra separarnos del
amor de Dios en Cristo Jesus nuestro Sefior. "A lo largo de nuestras vidas, Dios
trabaja en todas las cosas, tanto las que se sienten bien como las que se sienten
mal, para hacernos como su Hijo y, en ultima instancia, en su apariencia (1 Juan 3:
2)," seremos como él. porque lo veremos tal como es.

La muerte siempre es triste; tiene lugar debido al pecado, pero no es la tragedia o
el fin definitivo para un cristiano. Jesus dijo (Juan 11:24, 26): ‘Yo soy la
resurreccion y la vida. Quien crea en mi, aunque muera, vivira, y todos los que
viven y creen en mi nunca moriran. La muerte no puede separarnos de su amor.

Todo lo que sucede sirve al proposito de Jesus de construir su Iglesia: él esta al
tanto de todas las cosas para la Iglesia. Tal vez los efectos del coronavirus sean
convertir al menos a algunos en buscar a Dios. Quizas los cristianos sean
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estimulados y revitalizados por la urgencia de la situacion.

Mientras tanto, necesitamos la ayuda de Dios para adaptarnos a una situacion
nueva y desafiante en la que todavia tenemos que adorar y en la que todavia se
aplica la Gran Comision (Mateo 28: 18-20). Me pidieron que hablara sobre esto en
la Conferencia de Misiones en Portugal. Fue un desafio espiritual volver a visitar
palabras familiares y mas aun, ya que estabamos en una situacién en la que
muchas iglesias no se reunirian al dia siguiente. Sin embargo, todavia es una
orden que debemos seguir y obedecer, al igual que nuestros hermanos y
hermanas en Iran, Corea del Norte y muchos otros paises donde el evangelismo
invita al peligro y la persecucion. Nosotros, con el resto del pueblo de Dios,
necesitamos encontrar un camino a seguir:

Jesus vino y les dijo: “Toda autoridad en el cielo y en la tierra me ha sido dada. Ve,
pues, y haz discipulos a todas las naciones, ... ."

A PASCOA E O CORONAVIRUS
Caros amigos,

Na semana passada, voltei de uma visita muito interessante e agradavel a
Portugal. A comunhao foi realmente encorajadora. Peter Taylor e eu sentimos que
tinhamos aprendido muito sobre as igrejas portuguesas e os desafios que elas
enfrentam. Participamos de uma conferéncia de missdes, mas faltava uma coisa -
as igrejas foram aconselhadas a ndo realizar cultos devido ao coronavirus;
portanto, no fim de semana, ndo fomos capazes de adorar com o povo de Deus.
Voltamos ao Reino Unido e, entdo, as mesmas restricdbes estavam em vigor. Tanto
o governo como a EFCC (Uniad das Igrejas congregacionais no Reino Unido)
aconselharam as igrejas que seria imprudente realizar cultos. O dever de
obediéncia ao governo, conforme estabelecido por Deus, e o dever de amar aos
nossos vizinhos resultou que a maioria das igrejas estavam fechadas e isso era
verdade para a minha propria igreja.



Enquanto aqueles com mais know-how tecnologico do que eu transmitiam seus
cultos ao vivo, eu estava lutando com o desafio de gravar um serméo e leva-lo a
alguém que o colocaria no site da igreja. Vi transmissdes ao vivo de outros paises,
por isso estamos longe de estar sozinhos.

Como lidamos com o que esta acontecendo no mundo no momento? Algumas
verdades a serem lembradas:

Lembre-se de que, “Todas as coisas cooperam para o bem daqueles que amam a
Deus” (Romanos 8:28) e que), “(nada) podera nos separar do amor de Deus , que
esta em Cristo Jesus, nosso Senhor” (Romanos 8:39. Durante toda a nossa vida,
Deus trabalha em todas as coisas, tanto nas boas quanto nas mas, para nos
tornar semelhantes a seu Filho e, finalmente, em sua aparéncia , “seremos
semelhantes a Ele, porque o veremos como ele é. “ (1 Jodo 3: 2).

A morte é sempre triste; ocorre por causa do pecado, mas nao € a tragédia final,
nem o fim para um cristdo. Disse Jesus: Eu sou a ressurreigao e a vida. Quem cré
em mim, ainda que morra, vivera, e todo mundo que vive e cré em mim nunca
morrera” (Jodo 11:25, 26). A morte ndo pode nos separar de seu amor.

Tudo o que acontece serve ao proposito de Jesus de construir sua Igreja - ele € a
Cabeca de todas as coisas para a Igreja. Talvez os efeitos do coronavirus sejam
converter, pelo menos alguns, para buscar a Deus. Talvez os cristdos sejam
estimulados e revitalizados pela urgéncia da situagao.

Foi um desafio espiritual revisitar palavras
familiares e, ainda mais, como estavamos em uma situagdo em que muitas igrejas
nao se encontrariam no dia seguinte. No entanto, ainda € uma ordem que
devemos seguir e obedecer, assim como nossos irmaos e irmas no Ira, na Coréia
do Norte e em muitos outros paises onde o evangelismo convida a perigos e
perseguicdes. NOs, com o resto do povo de Deus, precisamos encontrar um
caminho a seguir: Jesus veio e disse: “Toda autoridade me foi dada nos céus e na
terra. Ide, portanto, e fazei discipulos de todas as nacoes. . . .. "

FOCUS ON NEPAL

Nepal is well known for its spectacular mountain scenery, including Mount Everest
and other peaks in the Himalayas; many people visit for trekking and a variety of
adventure activities; its cities often feature beautiful medieval buildings — all of
these ensure its status as a popular tourist destination.

Nepal’'s difficulties over the years have been well documented by the media,
including a ten-year civil war in 1996-2006 and numerous natural disasters, the
latest being a major earthquake in 2015. Its economic and religious situations are
also well known; an anti-conversion law was passed in August, 2017.

During January, Alan Best (WECF Secretary) was privileged to visit the leadership
and churches of the Evangelical Congregational Churches Nepal (ECCN) at their
invitation, to establish close ties following the acceptance of these churches into
the WECF family in mid-2019. This ten-day visit proved to be a wonderful
experience and after his first five days, Alan was joined by four members from the
English-speaking congregation of Padstow Chinese Congregational Church
(Sydney, Australia).

Most of the Evangelical Congregational Churches are located in the region around
Dharan in East Nepal. Travel there from Kathmandu was by air to Biratnagar (close
to the Indian border) and then by road.

The visit was co-ordinated by Rev Th Janga and his
wife, Mercy. The ECCN has 24 churches and
fellowships, the largest having more than 300
believers. ECCN affairs are co-ordinated by its
Executive Committee which is chaired by the Director,
Rev Janga.




. The ECCN is committed to the authority of Scripture and its exposition is
central to each service.

. Music and prayer play a vitally important role in the life of ECCN and each
local church.

«  Church planting is ECCN’s primary goal.

. Confessions of faith are made in the context of a public meeting.

« ECCN has established an Evangelical Leadership Training Centre using 100%
Nepalese resources; they gather participants together from time-to-time for
intense periods of study.

« ‘Mercy Home’ orphanage has also been established and currently has seven
boys.

| Weekly worship services are held on Saturdays
because the Nepalese weekend takes place on Friday
ff{ afternoon and Saturday; Sundays are normal work
and school days. During services and other meetings,
men and women sit cross-legged on the carpeted floor
(shoes having been left
outside), on opposite
sides of the room, and women have their heads
covered. During the January meetings, Nepalese
dancing was featured; this was to Christian music and k& :
the performers wore national dress — these items were i
always joyfully received by the congregations.

The Australian visitors received very warm and gracious welcomes wherever they
went. The itinerary for the visit was as follows:

Saturday 18: Morning and Evening Services at Bethel
ECC. (Right: An enthusiastic welcome)

Sunday 19: A lengthy road trip to a rural mountain
region to the north of Dharan — to the Bardan ECC.

Wednesday 22 - Friday 24: ECCN Churches’
‘Spiritual Conference’ at the Bardan ECC, about an
hour’s drive from Dharan — it is the parent church of

the mountain church with the same name. i

The Conference commenced on Wednesday
afternoon and the PCCC team arrived during this

afternoon sessions were conducted. Two of the
PCCC team, John and Tin, who are processing '

the other two members,
university students Ashley and Jessica, conducted a
‘youth session’ after lunch — all four shared in other
meetings and services on Saturday 25 and Sunday 26.

On Friday, a morning session concluded the conference.

congregation is praying for a new construction utilising more permanent materials,
notably a concrete floor, concrete brick (2-3 feet) and corrugated iron walls and a
corrugated iron roof — the site has been prepared (above right); this will enable the
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church to use the current building for cooking, eating and children’s ministry. After
the service, a ground-breaking ceremony was conducted.

Consequently, services cannot be held when it is raining. The congregation is
eager to build concrete block walls to around 3 feet, with corrugated iron walls to
the roof (or to construct the whole wall in concrete brick), thereby waterproofing the
building.

Neither of these churches has the necessary funds to undertake these
essential and urgent tasks, or any prospect of raising these funds. Are you
able to help? Projected costs are US$7,000 and $2,500 respectively.

. Another project the ECCN seeks to undertake would
make a huge difference to its ministry, but it is well
| beyond current financial means. Again, any assistance
l would be greatly appreciated and they feel privileged
to have this opportunity to present this need to their
brothers and sisters in our worldwide family.

At present, ECCN has 26 students enrolled in Stage 4 of its Evangelical
Leadership Training Course (pictured above) and everything is conducted in the
Bethel ECC buildings (sleeping/eating/classes).

The Executive Committee of ECCN is keen to purchase land and construct a
purpose-built building for this essential ministry. This will be a major project
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and its cost may reach US$80,000.

Any assistance that can be offered by our WECF family will make a huge
difference and be greatly appreciated. Thank you.

Nepal es bien conocido por sus espectaculares paisajes montafnosos, incluido el
Monte Everest y otros picos en el Himalaya; mucha gente visita para hacer trekking
y una variedad de actividades de aventura; Sus ciudades a menudo cuentan con
hermosos edificios medievales; todo esto garantiza su estatus como un popular
destino turistico.

Los medios de comunicacion han documentado bien las dificultades de Nepal a lo
largo de los afos, incluida una guerra civil de diez afos en 1996-2006 y
numerosos desastres naturales, siendo el ultimo un gran terremoto en 2015. Sus
situaciones economicas y religiosas también son bien conocidas; En agosto de
2017 se aprobo una ley contra la conversion.

Durante enero, Alan Best (Secretario de WECF) tuvo el privilegio de visitar el
liderazgo y las iglesias de las Iglesias Evangélicas Congregacionales de Nepal
(ECCN) a su invitacion, para establecer lazos cercanos después de la aceptacion
de estas iglesias en la familia de WECF a mediados de 2019. Esta visita de diez
dias resultd ser una experiencia maravillosa y, después de sus primeros cinco
dias, a Alan se unieron cuatro miembros de la congregacion de habla inglesa de la
Iglesia Congregacional China Padstow (Sydney, Australia).

La mayoria de las iglesias evangélicas congregacionales se encuentran en la
region alrededor de Dharan en el este de Nepal. El viaje hasta alli desde
Katmandu fue en avion hasta Biratnagar (cerca de la frontera con la India) y luego
por carretera.

La visita fue coordinada por el reverendo Th Janga y su esposa, Mercy. La ECCN
tiene 24 iglesias y comunidades, la mas grande con mas de 300 creyentes. Los
asuntos de ECCN estan coordinados por su Comité Ejecutivo, presidido por el
Director, Rev Janga.

* La ECCN esta comprometida con la autoridad de las Escrituras y su exposicion
es fundamental para cada servicio.

* La musica y la oracion juegan un papel de vital importancia en la vida de ECCN y
en cada iglesia local.

* La plantacion de iglesias es el objetivo principal de ECCN.

* Las confesiones de fe se hacen en el contexto de una reunién publica.

* ECCN ha establecido un Centro de Entrenamiento de Liderazgo Evangélico
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utilizando recursos 100% nepaleses; Reunen a los participantes de vez en cuando
durante periodos intensos de estudio.

* El orfanato de "Mercy Home" también se ha establecido y actualmente tiene siete
NiRoS.

Los servicios de adoraciéon semanales se llevan a cabo los sabados porque el fin
de semana nepalés se lleva a cabo los viernes por la tarde y los sabados; Los
domingos son dias normales de trabajo y escuela. Durante los servicios y otras
reuniones, los hombres y las mujeres se sientan con las piernas cruzadas en el
piso alfombrado (los zapatos se han dejado afuera), en lados opuestos de la sala,
y las mujeres tienen la cabeza cubierta. Durante las reuniones de enero, se
presentd el baile nepalés; esto era para la musica cristiana y los artistas usaban
vestimenta nacional: estos articulos siempre eran recibidos con alegria por las
congregaciones.

Los visitantes australianos recibieron una bienvenida muy calida y amable donde
quiera que fueran. El itinerario de la visita fue el siguiente:

Sabado 18: Servicios matutinos y vespertinos en Bethel ECC.

Domingo 19: Un largo viaje por carretera a una region rural de montafa al norte de
Dharan, a la ECC de Bardan.

Lunes 20 - martes 21: Seminario de liderazgo en Bethel ECC con 52 participantes,
incluidos todos los pastores de ECCN.

Miércoles 22 - viernes 24: la "Conferencia Espiritual" de las Iglesias de ECCN en el
ECC de Bardan, a aproximadamente una hora en coche de Dharan, es la iglesia
matriz de la iglesia de la montafia con el mismo nombre.

La Conferencia comenz6 el miércoles por la tarde y el equipo de PCCC llegd
durante esta reunion;

El jueves, se realizaron dos sesiones de la mafiana y dos de la tarde. Dos del
equipo de PCCC, John y Tin, que estan procesando hacia el servicio misional,
llevaron a cabo una de las sesiones de la mafana; Los otros dos miembros, los
estudiantes universitarios Ashley y Jessica, realizaron una "sesion juvenil" después
del almuerzo. Los cuatro compartieron en otras reuniones y servicios el sabado 25
y el domingo 26.

El viernes, una sesion de la mafana concluy6 la conferencia.

Sabado 25: Servicios matutinos y vespertinos en Darshan ECC, en una zona rural
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en el extremo occidental de Dharan.

Domingo 26: La visita final de la iglesia fue a un area rural y una iglesia del pueblo
cerca del lugar de celebracion de la Conferencia - Namuna ECC.

Esa tarde, el grupo visitd Bhedetar, el primer pueblo turistico al llegar a las
montanas al norte de Dharan, regresando a Bethel ECC para compartir la cena
con Janga, Mercy y su familia.

Dos de las becas ECCN tienen importantes necesidades de construccion:

Iglesia de Bardan (region montafiosa)

El edificio actual de la iglesia tiene maderas que necesitan ser reemplazadas
regularmente y el piso esta hecho de tierra compacta cubierta por una alfombra. El
edificio se llena regularmente hasta su capacidad maxima y la congregacion esta
orando por una nueva construccion utilizando materiales mas permanentes,
especialmente un piso de concreto, ladrillo de concreto (2-3 pies) y paredes de
hierro corrugado y un techo de hierro corrugado: el sitio ha sido preparado; Esto
permitira a la iglesia utilizar el edificio actual para cocinar, comer y el ministerio de
los nifios. Después del servicio, se llevo a cabo una ceremonia de inauguracion.

Iglesia Namuna
Esta iglesia tiene un piso de concreto y techo de hierro corrugado, pero sus
paredes no son completamente impermeables.

En consecuencia, los servicios no se pueden retener cuando esta lloviendo. La
congregacion esta ansiosa por construir paredes de bloques de concreto de
alrededor de 3 pies, con paredes de hierro corrugado hasta el techo (o construir
toda la pared en ladrillo de concreto), impermeabilizando asi el edificio.

Ninguna de estas iglesias tiene los fondos necesarios para llevar a cabo estas
tareas esenciales y urgentes, ni ninguna posibilidad de recaudar estos fondos.
;Eres capaz de ayudar? Los costos proyectados son de US $ 7,000 + $ 2,500
respectivamente.

Otro proyecto que la ECCN busca emprender marcaria una gran diferencia para su
ministerio, pero estd mucho mas alla de los medios financieros actuales.
Nuevamente, cualquier ayuda seria muy apreciada y se sienten privilegiados de
tener esta oportunidad de presentar esta necesidad a sus hermanos y hermanas
en nuestra familia mundial.

En la actualidad, ECCN tiene 26 estudiantes matriculados en la Etapa 4 de su
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Curso de Entrenamiento de Liderazgo Evangélico y todo se lleva a cabo en los
edificios de Bethel ECC (dormir / comer / clases).

El Comité Ejecutivo de ECCN esta interesado en comprar tierras y construir un
Edificio especialmente disefiado para este ministerio esencial. Este sera un gran
proyecto y su costo puede llegar a US $80,000.

Cualquier asistencia que pueda ofrecer nuestra familia WECF hara una gran
diferencia y sera muy apreciada. Gracias.

PORTUGUESE

O Nepal é conhecido por seu espetacular cenario montanhoso, incluindo o Monte
Everest e outros picos no Himalaia; muitas pessoas visitam para trekking e uma
variedade de atividades de aventura; suas cidades geralmente apresentam belos
edificios medievais - tudo isso garante seu status como um destino turistico
popular.

As dificuldades do Nepal ao longo dos anos foram bem documentadas pela midia,
incluindo uma guerra civil de dez anos em 1996-2006 e varios desastres naturais,
sendo o ultimo um grande terremoto em 2015. Sua situagdo econémica e religiosa
também sdo bem conhecidas; uma lei anticonversdo foi aprovada em agosto de
2017.

Em janeiro, Alan Best (Secretario da WECF) teve o privilégio de visitar a lideranga
e as igrejas da ECCN (lgrejas Evangélicas Congregacionais do Nepal) a convite
deles, para estabelecer lagos estreitos apos a aceitagado dessas igrejas na familia
da WECF em meados de 2019. Essa visita de dez dias provou ser uma
experiéncia maravilhosa e, apos seus primeiros cinco dias, Alan foi acompanhado
por quatro membros da congregacao de lingua inglesa da Igreja Congregacional
Chinesa Padstow (Sydney, Australia).

A maioria das igrejas congregacionais evangeélicas estao localizadas na regido de
Dharan, no leste do Nepal. A viagem de Katmandu até Biratnagar (perto da
fronteira indiana) foi de aviao e depois por estrada.

A visita foi coordenada pelo Rev. Th Janga e sua esposa, Mercy. A ECCN possui
24 igrejas e associagdes, a maior delas com mais de 300 crentes. Os assuntos da

* A ECCN estabeleceu um Centro de Treinamento de Lideranca Evangélica
usando 100% dos recursos nepaleses; eles reunem os participantes de tempos em
tempos para periodos intensos de estudo.

* O orfanato 'Mercy Home' também foi estabelecido e atualmente tem sete
meninos.

Os cultos semanais de adoracdo sao realizados aos sabados, porque o fim de
semana nepalés ocorre na sexta-feira a tarde e no sabado; Os domingos séo dias
normais de trabalho e escola. Durante os cultos e outras reunides, homens e
mulheres sentam-se de pernas cruzadas no chdo acarpetado (sapatos foram
deixados do lado de fora), em lados opostos da sala, e as mulheres tém a cabecga
coberta. Durante as reunides de janeiro, a danca nepalesa foi destaque; isso era
musica cristd e os artistas usavam roupas nacionais - esses itens sempre eram
recebidos com alegria pelas congregacaoes.

Os visitantes australianos receberam boas-vindas calorosas e gentis onde quer
que fossem.

Sabado 18: Cultos de manha e a noite na Bethel ECC.

Domingo 19: Uma longa viagem até uma regido rural montanhosa ao norte de
Dharan - até a Bardan ECC.

Segunda-feira 20 - terga-feira 21: Seminario de Lideranga na Igreja Bethel ECC
com 52 participantes, incluindo todos os pastores da ECCN.

Quarta-feira 22 - sexta-feira 24: a 'Conferéncia Espiritual' das ECCN na Igreja de
Bardan, a cerca de uma hora de carro de Dharan - é a igreja méae da igreja da
montanha com 0 mesmo nome.

A Conferéncia comecou na quarta-feira a tarde e a equipe da PCCC (lgreja
Congregacional Chinesa Padstow) chegou durante esta reuniao;

Na quinta-feira, foram realizadas duas reunides de manhd e a tarde. Dois da
equipe da PCCC, John e Tin, que estdo se preparando para o servico missionario,
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realizaram uma das sessd0es da manh&; os outros dois membros, estudantes
universitarios Ashley e Jessica, realizaram uma 'reunido de jovens' apos o almogo -
Os quatro compartilharam em outras reunides e cultos no sabado 25 e domingo
26.

Na sexta-feira, uma reunido da manha concluiu a conferéncia.

Sabado 25: cultos matinais e vespertinos na igreja Darshan ECC, em uma area
rural no extremo oeste de Dharan.

Domingo 26: A visita final foi em uma area rural e a uma igreja da vila , perto do
local da Conferéncia - Namuna ECC.

Naquela tarde, o grupo visitou Bhedetar, a primeira cidade turistica alcangada ao
dirigir para as montanhas ao norte de Dharan, retornando a Bethel ECC para
compartilhar o jantar com o Pr. Janga, Mercy e sua familia.

Duas das igrejas da ECCN tém necessidades significativas de construgao:

Igreja de Bardan (regido montanhosa)

O atual prédio da igreja possui madeiras que precisam ser substituidas
regularmente e o piso € feito de terra dura e coberta por carpete. O prédio é
regularmente lotado e a congregacdo esta orando por uma nova construgao,
utilizando materiais mais permanentes, como piso de concreto, tijolo de concreto (2
-3 pés) e paredes de ferro ondulado e telhado de ferro galvanizado - o local foi
preparado; isso permitira que a igreja use o edificio atual para cozinhar, comer e
ministério infantil. Apds o culto, foi realizada uma cerimdnia de quebra- gelo

Namuna Church

Esta igreja tem piso de concreto e telhado galvanizado, mas suas paredes nao sao
totalmente a prova d'agua.

Consequentemente, os cultos ndo podem ser realizados quando esta chovendo. A
congregacgao esta ansiosa para construir paredes de blocos de concreto com cerca
de 3 pés, com paredes de ferro galvanizado no telhado (ou construir toda a parede
em tijolos de concreto), impermeabilizando o edificio.

Nenhuma dessas igrejas tem os recursos necessarios para realizar essas tarefas
essenciais e urgentes, ou qualquer perspectiva de angariar esses fundos. Vocé
pode ajudar? Os custos projetados sdo de U$ 7.000 + U$ 2.500, respectivamente.

Outro projeto que a ECCN procura empreender faria uma enorme diferenca para
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seu ministério, mas esta muito além dos meios financeiros atuais. Mais uma vez,
qualquer ajuda seria muito apreciada e eles se sentem privilegiados por terem
essa oportunidade de apresentar essa necessidade a seus irmaos e irmas em
nossa familia em todo o mundo.

Atualmente, a ECCN tem 26 alunos matriculados no 4° periodo do seu Curso de
Treinamento em Lideranca Evangélica e tudo é realizado nos prédios da ECC de
Bethel (dormir / comer / aulas).

O Comité Executivo da ECCN esta interessado em comprar terrenos e construir
um edificio especificamente para este ministério essencial. Este sera um projeto
importante e seu custo pode chegar a U$80.000.

Qualquer contribuicdo que possa ser oferecida por nossa familia WECF fara uma
enorme diferenga e sera muito apreciada. Obrigado.

This reminds us once again that children “clutch in their

hand” many other

things that make

them spiritually

ignorant and

unaware of what
is God’s love
for them and
forgiveness.

It was a great challenge for us to be in village Gornoslav. There
we met with children and adults who didn't know the bible
stories of the Savior’s birth and associated the holiday with
traditions, food and Christmas trees. We had a little bit concern how to present the God’s truths, what to
share with them, what songs to sing. With the kind assistance of the mayor (we were in her office), we had
a wonderful time, and the children were pleasantly surprised by the gifts they received. The parents didn’t
spare comments for what was happening around the event
These people are not mafia guys, they don't laundry money
with these presents, and maybe they are probably evangelic
Christians as they give presents.

In January in Plovdiv, in the neighborhood Sheker mahala,
we started training Roma Sunday teachers. We had 6 young
people, who are still a little bit timid and unsecure, but
we believe that God can prepare them to become good
ministers. Let’s pray for them to grow in the knowing of the
Lord Jesus.

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THE PHILIPPINES

On 7-16 January, Alan Best (WECF Secretary; Padstow Chinese Congregational
Church) and Greg Jones (Engadine Congregational Church) were privileged to visit
several churches belonging to the National Association of Congregational
Churches (NACC) in the Philippines. The trip commenced in Manila but
immediately moved to the island of Leyte and the township of Hinunangan, a
couple of hours by vehicle south of the Province’s capital, Tacloban.

Leyte Province is well-known for being the place
where General Douglas MacArthur returned to the
Philippines on 20 October, 1944, to lead the forces
that liberated the country from Japanese
occupation. A memorial marks the location today.

In 2013, Leyte became the focus of the world’s attention when much of it was
devastated by Super-Typhoon Haiyan (known in the Philippines as Yolanda). It was
one of the most powerful tropical storms ever to strike land and the deadliest
Philippine typhoon on record. It made landfall on 7 November, first striking Eastern
Samar then Leyte, followed by other islands, killing at least 6,300 people across the
country. NACC was quickly mobilised to visit and provide assistance to its church
on Leyte and overseas friends also contributed.

Alan, Greg and NACC’s Executive Director, Pastor [
Symphony Castillo (WECF Member-at-Large),
visited the Hinunangan Congregational Church
(HCC) and Pastor Nelson Baliad*, his wife Virgie
and three of their four sons (pictured below right).
After the visitors enjoyed fresh coconuts, an
exciting gathering was held and the congregation
featured a large number of children.

] NACC aims to support its pastors financially to
supplement whatever stipends their churches
can afford. This assistance is a welcome and
important source of funds for pastors. However,
this support cannot be guaranteed each year —
NACC doesn’t have a regular income stream
and must rely on gifts from friends at home and
overseas.

2019 was an especially difficult year for NACC as it was unable to provide support
for its pastors. It has developed a sponsorship proposal to help overcome this

PORTUGAL - AREPORT ON THE WECF PRESIDENT’S VISIT
11-18 March 2020

Background

Congregationalism in Portugal dates back to the second half of the XIX Century
through the missionary efforts of the Igreja Evangelica Fluminense (Robert Reid
Kalley) in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil. Through the vision and dedication of a number of
key men the work grew to have 14 churches and additionally, almost a hundred
missions, many of which had sufficient members to be called churches. Following
World War 2, these churches faced a financial crisis that led to most of them
accepting financial support from the American Presbyterian Board on the condition
that they become Presbyterian. Of the original churches, only three (with their
respective missions) remained faithful to Congregationalism. These are the
churches reported below.

PONTE DE SOR (population 16,000) was established in 1911.
Currently led by Pastor Osvaldo Santos with his wife, Mirtes Santos. Pastor Santos
was formerly President of the Union of Evangelical Congregational Churches,
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Brazil (UIECB) and currently President of the Union
of Evangelical Congregational Churches, Portugal
(UIECP). The vision of the church is to disciple and
train its members (especially the young people) and
thereby provide workers for the missions of the
church. Meanwhile, help is requested for Brazilian
missionaries to join in the work.

The church has approximately 80 members worshipping in the town centre. It has
several missions started through the evangelistic work of Pastor Jose Calado (1907
-1997). By the grace of God, he was used to open almost 50 missions between
1930 and 1990. Initially, as a commercial salesman, he went from town to town by
bus and train, and he also walked many kilometres, sharing the Gospel as he went.
He was the official pastor of the church in Ponte de Sor from 1948 to 1991.

Tramaga

Just 4km from Ponte de Sor, Tramaga was opened in 1934. The fellowship has a
good reputation in the town but, due to a large exodus from the town in recent
years, has declined from about 60 to six members. Weekly Sunday afternoon
services are taken by different members of the leadership team at Ponte de Sor.
They have a lovely building which is about 20 years old.

Farinha Branca

27km from Ponte de Sor, Farinha Branca was opened in 1955 as a home Bible
Study. Before long, 50-60 people were meeting together. As at Tramaga,
attendance decreased when a large number of families moved to Greater Lisbon.
In 1977, their own small building was erected, but currently there are only five
members and services are held weekly, conducted by one of the leadership team
from Ponte de Sor.

Cabeco de Vide

42km from Ponte de Sor, Cabeco de Vide was opened in 1958. A house was
bought by the mother church and adapted for use before being inaugurated in
1979. In its heyday, it reached around 40-50 members. Currently the sole member
is now living in a care home. A service is held monthly, visiting the lady in the care
home and involving others there.

Foros de Arrao

28 km from Ponte de Sor, Foros de Arrao was opened in 1960 following irregular
meetings there from 1957. Sadly, in the '70s numbers declined for a variety of
reasons, including the arrival of other church groups in the village. Currently there
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is only one member with a family from Uruguay attending when they visit their
home in the village. Weekly meetings on a Saturday afternoon are conducted by
one of the leadership team from Ponte de Sor.

Montargil

25km from Ponte de Sor, Montargil had two earlier mission points started in the
'60s and ’70s, but both closed after a few years. Some members continued in the
faith and in January, 2020, Pastor Eberson and family arrived here to begin mission
work. They currently have 10 members and meet weekly on Sunday afternoons.
Pastor Eberson has started a ‘mini-orchestra’ to lead worship.

Brunheirinho

30 km from Ponte de Sor, Brunheirinho was opened in 1970. In 1975 they were
meeting in a relatively spacious place which was remodelled and re-opened in
2007. At one time it had 40-50 members but currently only has a few members.
Weekly Sunday afternoon services are conducted by one of the leadership team
from Ponte de Sor.

Midweek meetings are held in Ponte de Sor, Foros de Arrdo, Farinha Branca and
Tramaga.

CHELAS, Lisbon (population approximately 35,000), established 1914.

Currently led by Pastor Luis de Matos with his wife
Alexandra de Matos in an area of high unemployment and
drug problems. The church has approximately 50
members. The current building belongs to the government
but the church uses it at a discounted rent. Further
buildings were set aside for the establishment of a
residential care home for the elderly in 1986. The church
building is presently inadequate for growth and the care
home needs more space. The desire is to relocate to larger premises in a more
favourable part of Chelas and use part of the existing church building for expansion
of the care home. Furthermore, the other part of the existing building could be used
to maintain outreach to the local community. The current vision of the church is to
deepen relationships within the church and to understand their identity as a church.
To this end, some of the previous activities have been deferred and emphasis is
being given to prayer, home groups, discipleship and training. The church also has
an apartment which could be used to house four or five Christian male students
from other churches who would be discipled by the pastor.
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PAIO PIRES (population 13,000), was established in 1962.
Currently led by Pastor Aguinaldo Brito with his wife Lucia, |
the church has approximately 50 members. He was [
preceded by Pastor Daniel Calado, son of Pastor Jose
Calado, with whom he served as co-pastor in Ponte de Sor.
Pastor Calado did much to strengthen this work until his
death in 2018. The work was initiated by members from
Ponte de Sor who moved to the area in the ’60s. The
current building was opened in 1978. The vision of the church is to encourage
evangelistic zeal and train up new workers.

Fernao Ferro

10km from Paio Pires, Fernao Ferro was opened in 1970.

Land was acquired in 1977 and a small building erected. By the grace of God,
Pastor Brito has been used to see it grow from a few members to 10 at this point.
Services are held each Sunday afternoon.

First Missions Conference, Piao Pires

The conference was held on 14th March at 7.30pm.
The meeting was led by Pastor Brito and the main
speaker was Rev Mike Plant. The theme was
“Missions is a Commitment to God” (Missbes € um
compromisso com Deus). Mike started with
reference to the growth of Congregational Churches
in Nepal through the help of Congregational
? churches in Manipur, India. Whatever our
circumstances, small churches or large, weak or strong, we all share in the same
command of Christ in Matthew 28:18-20. From these verses we learn ‘Why we
should go,” ‘What we should do when we go,’ and ‘What will happen to us when we
go.” He was followed by a young Brazilian lady who is working as a missionary in
Spain. The following day (not attended by us) another missionary pastor to Spain
spoke during the morning service.
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Acampamento Biblica do Sor (ABS), 4 . B
was established in 1973. - 2 o st
The idea for a Bible Camp for the Evangelical Caat :
Congregational Churches was raised in 1972 by
the church in Paio Pires who had 30 young people
as well as children and teens. The house and land |

was donated by Pastor Jodo Narciso near x
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Montargil, Ponte de Sor, and the first camp held in 1973. It has been improved over
the years and has separate dormitories for 40 boys and 40 girls, a chapel, canteen
and outdoor facilities.

Current Challenges

Portugal is overwhelmingly Roman Catholic with approximately 80% of the
population, although only around 25% regularly attend Mass. Evangelicals are
often put in the same category as Jehovah Witnesses and Mormons and there is
little understanding of the Gospel. The Prosperity ‘Gospel’ emphasised by one
charismatic group has devastated a number of evangelical churches. The country
is increasingly secular and churches are struggling against huge odds; there seems
to have been a low expectation of growth and a survival mentality.

The current Congregational leaders are keen to see their churches grow. Lack of
personnel means there is a real need for discipleship and training. The Portuguese
Bible Institute, based in Lisbon, is one means for those living in the Lisbon area,
but it takes a lot of commitment to study (for many, after a full day’s secular work).
Perhaps another possibility would be to support Portuguese students through
Seminaries in Brazil. It is increasingly difficult to send Brazilian missionaries to
Portugal with an exchange rate of 1 Euro to 5-6 Real. In all this, our brothers and
sisters in Christ need our prayers that God, in his grace, would revive the churches
and give them a heart for mission, locally and overseas.

General Report — IV Missionary Impact - Joinville 2020
January 13-20, 2020

How many wonderful surprises from the Lord did we have in Joinville, the largest
city in the State of Santa Catarina?! For the first time, we held the Missions Con-
gress of the Project Zero Mission with the Missionary Task Force; which included
the presence of Pr. Luis Block, Pastor of the Congregational Church of Cdérdoba,
Argentina, who not only preached but went out to the streets of Palhago and even
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worked in the beauty salon cutting hair and praying for people; what a great and
blessed surprise. For the next ‘Impact,” he said he will try to bring seminarians from
Argentina.

We were also blessed to have Pr. Paulo Leite, Pastor of the Fluminense Church,
ministering to hearts. We had MPZ missionaries sharing their calls and the launch
of the book DEUS AINDA USA BURROS by Pr. .Eleazar Duarte.

From Wednesday afternoon to Sunday night, we went to the streets and found
“doors closed, but hearts open.” People were getting closer and getting to know the
Church; it was an intense time for Church Rescue in the neighborhood, because
the church had only six active members. Let us pray that the seed has fallen on
good ground and bears fruit.

We had 82 participants from Rio de Janeiro, Bahia, Minas Gerais, Sdo Paulo, Goi-
as, Sta. Catarina, Parana and Cordoba-Argentina, representing 26 Congregational
Churches, five from other denominations and three mission fields. We had 14 par-
ticipating pastors, intense days of prayer, communion, missionary awakening and
evangelization.
