HOLY CHRISTMAS! 
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In the last issue of OCW, we learned about Godôs gracious provision of a property 

for the outreach in rural Kozjak. The fellowship there is led by Pastor Angel. He and 

wife, Simona, with son Petar, visit rural outreaches (including Kozjak) for childrenôs 

ministry on Saturday, and return on Sunday afternoon after the service in the 

Drachevo Church (a suburb of Skopje).  
 

Godôs answer to seven years of prayer and ministry, the new property has 

wonderful potential, but much work and expense is required. Its old house (top left) 

is condemned and must be demolished; a small brick building (top right) can be 

renovated and redeveloped; another small building is being renovated to provide a 

meeting room until a church building (Mission Centre) can be constructed.  
 

The people are keen and willing to work hard, but they lack the necessary financial 

resources to undertake the building work that is required. Can you help?   
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Like so much of Myanmar, the Shalom Childrenôs Home in Yangon, has struggled 

in recent years due to the military coup that led to countless dead, widespread 

suffering and destruction of the economy.  
 

Providing clothing, shelter and food for these wonderful children is a huge task, 

made more difficult by raging inflation. Rev. Go Suan Thang writes: ñpreviously, one 

Viss (1.63 kg) of potatoes was 4,000 Ks. Now, it is 9,500 Ks.ò

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The Evangelical Congregational Churches of Nepal have two main projects at the 

moment. The first is the Leadership Training Centre (Evangelical School of 

Theology) on the Bethel Church property in Dharan. This has now been completed 

and was opened on Wednesday, 23 October, but the large bank loan must be 

repaid and the resources of the ECCN are very limited. (Need: at least US$20,000) 
 

The second is the construction of a worship building for the Congregational Church 

in Laxmimarga, a rural village, at a cost of approximately US$5,000.  
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En el ¼ltimo n¼mero de OCW, aprendimos acerca de la gracia de Dios al proporcionar 

una propiedad para la obra de extensi·n en la zona rural de Kozjak. La comunidad all² 

est§ dirigida por el pastor Angel. £l y su esposa, Simona, con su hijo Petar, visitan las 

obras de extensi·n rurales (incluyendo Kozjak) para el ministerio de ni¶os el s§bado, 

y regresan el domingo por la tarde despu®s del servicio en la iglesia de Drachevo (un 

suburbio de Skopje). La nueva propiedad, que es la respuesta de Dios a siete a¶os 

de oraci·n y ministerio, tiene un potencial maravilloso, pero requiere mucho trabajo y 

gastos. Su antigua casa (arriba a la izquierda) est§ condenada y debe ser demolida; 

un peque¶o edificio de ladrillo (arriba a la derecha) puede ser renovado y 

reurbanizado; otro edificio peque¶o est§ siendo renovado para proporcionar una sala 

de reuniones hasta que se pueda construir un edificio para la iglesia (Centro de 

Misi·n). La gente est§ ansiosa y dispuesta a trabajar duro, pero carece de los 

recursos financieros necesarios para emprender el trabajo de construcci·n que se 

requiere. àPuedes ayudar?  
 

Como gran parte de Myanmar, el Hogar de Ni¶os Shalom en Yangon ha tenido 

dificultades en los ¼ltimos a¶os debido al golpe militar que provoc· innumerables 

muertes, sufrimiento generalizado y destrucci·n de la econom²a. Proporcionar ropa, 

refugio y comida a estos maravillosos ni¶os es una tarea enorme, que se hace m§s 

dif²cil debido a la inflaci·n galopante. El reverendo Go Suan Thang escribe: ñantes, un 

Viss (1,63 kg) de patatas costaba 4.000 chelines. Ahora, son 9.500 chelinesò. 

Cualquier donaci·n ser²a de gran ayuda y, si desea ayudar a un ni¶o en particular, 

p·ngase en contacto con el editor y se pondr§ en contacto con el reverendo Go.

Las Iglesias Congregacionales Evang®licas de Nepal tienen dos proyectos principales 

en este momento. El primero es el Centro de Capacitaci·n de L²deres (Escuela 

Evang®lica de Teolog²a) en la propiedad de la Iglesia Bethel en Dharan. Este 

proyecto ya se termin· y se inaugur· el mi®rcoles 23 de octubre, pero el gran 

pr®stamo bancario debe ser devuelto y los recursos de la ECCN son muy limitados. 

(Se necesitan al menos 20.000 d·lares estadounidenses) El segundo es la 

construcci·n de un edificio de culto para la Iglesia Congregacional en Laxmimarga, un 

pueblo rural, con un costo aproximado de 5.000 d·lares estadounidenses.  
 

Considere apoyar al menos uno de estos importantes proyectos en Macedonia, 

Myanmar y Nepal. Las donaciones se pueden depositar en la cuenta bancaria de 

WECF.

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Na ¼ltima edi­«o da OCW, aprendemos sobre a provis«o graciosa de Deus de uma 

propriedade para o evangelismo na §rea rural de Kozjak. A comunh«o l§ ® liderada 

pelo pastor Angel. Ele e sua esposa, Simona, com o filho Petar, visitam os 

evangelismos rurais (incluindo Kozjak) para o minist®rio infantil no s§bado e 

retornam na tarde de domingo ap·s o culto na Igreja Drachevo (um sub¼rbio de 

Skopje). A resposta de Deus a sete anos de ora­«o e minist®rio, a nova 

propriedade tem um potencial maravilhoso, mas muito trabalho e despesas s«o 

necess§rios. Sua antiga casa (canto superior esquerdo) est§ condenada e deve 

ser demolida; um pequeno pr®dio de tijolos (canto superior direito) pode ser 

reformado e reconstru²do; outro pequeno pr®dio est§ sendo reformado para 

fornecer uma sala de reuni«o at® que um pr®dio de igreja (Centro Mission§rio) 

possa ser constru²do. As pessoas est«o ansiosas e dispostas a trabalhar duro, 

mas n«o t°m os recursos financeiros necess§rios para realizar o trabalho de 

constru­«o necess§rio. Voc° pode ajudar?  
 

Como grande parte de Mianmar, o Shalom Childrenôs Home em Yangon tem lutado 

nos ¼ltimos anos devido ao golpe militar que levou a in¼meras mortes, sofrimento 

generalizado e destrui­«o da economia. Fornecer roupas, abrigo e comida para 

essas crian­as maravilhosas ® uma tarefa enorme, dificultada pela infla­«o 

crescente. O Rev. Go Suan Thang escreve: ñanteriormente, um Viss (1,63 kg) de 

batatas custava 4.000 Ks. Agora, custa 9.500 Ks.ò Qualquer doa­«o seria muito

20.000 deve ser pago e os recursos da ECCN s«o muito limitados. O segundo ® a 

constru­«o de um pr®dio de adora­«o para a Igreja Congregacional em 

Laxmimarga, uma vila rural, a um custo de aproximadamente US$ 5.000.
